I. First Period Action.
Adam’s in the Garden of Eden living a perfect, eternal life, breaks his 
contract with the Saints, switches teams and fumbles dominion! Hell 
recovers!

[a.] An impossibility.

[2.] That we are all guilty of sin. Rom. 3:23
[3.] Are due judgment and sentencing under the law.

Rom. 6:23   For the wages of sin is death;
Col. 2:14 ...the handwriting of ordinances that was 
against us, which was contrary to us,...

b. There can be no guilt or penalty without law.



2. God promised a deliverer in the Garden.
Gen. 3:15   And I will put enmity between thee and the woman, and between 
thy seed and her seed; it shall bruise thy head, and thou shalt bruise his 
heel.
Gen. 49:10   The sceptre shall not depart from Judah, nor a lawgiver from 
between his feet, until Shiloh come; and unto him shall the gathering of the 
people be. 

B. Half-time.
Folks, this is the worst halftime show in history. It just seems to drag 
on and on. Will it ever be over? Why don’t the Saints just concede 
and we can all go home?
1. The interim after the law was given lasted over a thousand years.

III. Third Period Action.
David Joe May back with the start of the third period. The Saint’s have 
taken a shellacking after the loss of the their promising rookies, Adam 
and Eve. To make things worse, second period penalties put them in a deep 
hole. But look! The Saint’s have activated their promising Super Star, Jesus 
Christ! We’ve heard great things about this guy. The Saint’s management 
has bet the farm on this young man. Ladies and gentlemen, He’s working 
miracles for this team every time he takes possession. Is there no stopping 
Him? He’s bringing this team back to life. A brand new sense of hope is 
inspiring the Saints!...Jesus has taken the play to Calvary. Oh no, Hell is 
inflicting personal fouls against the Super Star! They’re punishing Him with 
everything they have. Cheap shots right and left. The officials are looking 
the other way.

He looks absolutely 
awesome. He’s taken charge with unbelievable power and is busting through 
Hell’s front lines with a myriad of veteran players behind Him!

He’s got the keys of death, hell and the grave in His hand and He’s 
ascending to Father with blistering speed as the perfect and ultimate 
sacrifice for sin! He’s at the 40,... He’s at the 30,... the 20,... He’s at the 
10,...
